Metadata, Digital Object Identifier (DOI),
Journal Article Tag Suite (JATS), and DAISY
Talking Books.

NISO also serves the international community as
Secretariat for the ISO Committee responsible
for ISO standard identifiers such as ISBN, ISSN,
and DOI.
